SYLLABUS: Disciplinary Rule 2-102 (A) (4) does not provide
for the listing of non-lawyer employees on a law firm's
letterhead. In our view therefore, non-lawyer employees
may not be listed on a law firm's letterhead. Office
managers and other non-lawyer employees may have business
cards designating their title and identifying them as
employed by the firm.
