	ATTENDANCE



	Board of Trustees Chair Zerbey requested a motion for approval of one item on the Consent Agenda which was the naming of the UT Urban Affairs Center.  This item was discussed by the Finance and Audit Committee meeting earlier in the day and recommended by the Committee for full Board approval. The recommended naming would be the Jack Ford Urban Affairs Center.  Mr. Ford, who recently passed away, provided many years of service as a Toledo City Council member and was the first African American Mayor of the City of Toledo from 2002-2006.  He spent most of his working life as an educator, teaching primarily at UT for 22 years, but also at Bowling Green State University and Owens Community College. A motion for approval of the naming was received by Trustee Szuch, seconded by Trustee Speyer, and unanimously approved by the Board. 

	CONSENT AGENDA


	Trustee Hussain presented Resolution No. 15-05-05:  “Authorization to Execute Letter of Intent and Negotiate an Academic Affiliation Agreement(s).”  The Academic and Student Affairs Committee recommended forwarding this resolution for full Board approval at their meeting earlier in the day.  A lengthy discussion evolved among the Trustees about the Resolution at that meeting.  Mr. Zerbey indicated that all points raised by the Board are very pertinent and show concern about the College of Medicine and the Academic mission.  Chair Zerbey requested that the Board be informed as negotiations continue.  A motion for approval of the Resolution was requested by Mr. Zerbey, which was received by Trustee Speyer, seconded by Trustee Szuch, and unanimously approved by all members of the Board. 
Also at the Academic and Student Affairs Committee meeting earlier in the day, the Committee agreed to forward the following resolutions to the Board at this meeting to request their approval – Resolution No. 15-05-06:  “Ratification of Consolidated Collective Bargaining Agreement, Tenured and Tenure-Track Faculty,” and Resolution No. 15-05-07:  “Ratification of Consolidated Collective Bargaining Agreement, Lecturers.”  Chair Zerbey requested a motion for approval of both Resolutions which was received by Trustee Cole, seconded by Trustee Hussain and approved by the Board.
