3. Applicants must submit a complete:

» Application,
« Two one-page letters of reference (one letter must be from someone familiar with your academic history, example:
professor,advisor, counselor),

+ A one-page essay, and
+ A transcript of grades which you can obtain from Rocket Solution Central,or myUT Portal. Unofficial transcripts will be accepted. You
can make all your copies for free at the Eberly Center for Women.

4. Scholarship recipients who do not have a class conflict are expected to attend the UWC Annual Awards Ceremony, which will be held on
April 12, 2017, 11:30 am-1:00 pm, Savage Arena, Grogan Room.

AWARD MONEY

1. For the next academic year, the UWC will award up to four $1,000 scholarships,which will be designated as "The University Women's
Commission Scholarship.” This is a non-renewable scholarship.

2. Award money will be applied directly to the recipient's University of Toledo student account, and may be used for school expenses.
3. If a recipient drops classes during the reimbursement period, the appropriate reimbursed amount will be returned to the UWC.
