Area/Domain: Adaptive Behavior/Fine and Gross Motor Skills


Annual Goals: Will expand his self help skills. Will improve his fine motor skills in drawing and cutting. Will perform gross motor actions appropriate for age. 

1) Will dress himself (pull up pants, put on shoes, put on/take off coat) at appropriate times throughout the school day (See Chart - above)
2) Will use a variety of art and writing materials (crayons, paint, etc.) to create pictures during small group and work time.
3) Will independently hold his scissors and paper to cut materials (6’”) during small group and work time.
4) Will imitate horizontal, vertical, and circular strokes with a writing utensil during small group and work time 
6) Will demonstrate the following gross motor skills upon verbal request during circle, gym or outside time:

a) throw ball to adult or peer
b) kick ball to target
c) catch ball thrown to him
d) walk up and down stairs 1 foot per step
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
