5. How have you “combined” programs in relation to funding, regulations, curriculum, 
parent involvement, etc.?

6. What types of professional development were needed for your teachers when you 
began inclusion?

7. How did you inform parents of your program?

Questions for reverse inclusion model classes

1. How did you go about starting your program?

2. What guidelines do you have related to including children without disabilities 
in your ECSE classes?

3. Do you have an application process for the children without disabilities?

4. How do you select children to be in the classes?

5. How many children do you include in your reverse classes?  Do you adhere to a greater or equal number of children with disabilities to children without disabilities ratio? 

6. How did you advertise or what means did you use to inform the community about your program?

7. How did you educate families of children with disabilities about reverse inclusion? 
How did you convince them that the program was a good idea?  

8. How are the children without disabilities transported to school?

9. Are their any costs to the families of children without disabilities to attend the program?

10. What about the liability? Are the children without disabilities covered if something should happen to them?

11. How can you be sure that the reverse children you are including are good role models 
for the children with disabilities (language, social skills)?

12. Do the children without disabilities attend class every day?
