The Paul Block, Sr., Scholarship for Study in the Humanities:
This is an award of approximately $2,000 which may be renewed annually through the senior year so long as the recipient is a full-time student enrolled in the College of Arts and Sciences with a major in one or more fields of the humanities and maintains at least a  3.0 GPA.

The Humanities Scholarship Fund:
This is a one-year non-renewable award of approximately $1,500 which goes to one person each year who is a full-time student enrolled as a major in one of humanities. Students must have a Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) on file by April 16. 
Both New Applicants for either scholarship and Renewing Block Humanities Scholars should respond to this call.  The application follows. Please see the application form.

The Paul Block, Sr., Scholarship and the Humanities Scholarship Fund are restricted to students who intend to pursue an undergraduate degree in one or more of the following fields:  art history, classics, English, linguistics and literature, foreign languages and literature, history, music, philosophy, theatre, film, interdisciplinary  studies in the Humanities, Africana studies, Women’s and Gender Studies, and several other interdisciplinary majors.  Both scholarships are available to incoming freshmen, transfers, and currently enrolled UT students who have distinguished academic records and have chosen to major in one or a combination of the previously mentioned fields.  Recipients must be full-time students. The Block provides $2,000 per year*, and is renewable through the senior year; the Humanities Scholarship Fund provides $1,500* for one year only.  (*Note:  These scholarship rates may vary from year to year.)

1. A 250 word essay in which the applicant states her/his reasons for choosing to major in the humanities.

2. Official  transcript(s) of study at the high school level and at the college/university level.
New, Transfer and Currently Enrolled UT students applying for the first time must also include a letter of recommendation from a high school or university instructor who has significant knowledge of the applicant’s academic ability and promise.  The referee should be asked to send the letter to the address given below.

Further terms of award:

1. Awards shall be made by the Block/Humanities Scholarship Fund Selection Committee.  The convener of that group will announce, by letter, the decision of the Committee.

2. After having evaluated the submitted application papers, the Selection Committee then might invite the most competitive applicants for an interview with two or more of its members.  This interview will take place at the University of Toledo.

3. The reward will be used, as a rule, to pay tuition, other academic fees, and the cost of books for study at the University of Toledo.
4. The Selection Committee will monitor the progress of recipients and has the power to revoke the scholarship if in its judgment such action is called for.
Renewal Applications:

To be considered to retain the John Block Sr. Scholarship in the Humanities, the recipient must maintain at least a 3.0 academic average as a full-time major in one or more fields specified above and annually write a letter of interest stating a request for renewal and indicating the personal and academic impact of the recipient’s studies in the humanities.  It is assumed that recipients will be enrolled in the College of Literature, Languages and Social Sciences at least for the major in the humanities.  Renewal applicants should provide a current transcript.
