	Elective Description/ Requirements:
	The student will become a part of the emergency team whose members handle all phases of emergency patient management ranging from triage to final disposition.  The student will have the opportunity to examine patients and discuss his/her findings with the Emergency Medicine Attending’s and Residents.  Students will conduct follow-up communications with select patients to assess short-term response to therapy and to ensure follow-up instructions are being followed and to assist with any problems under guidance of ED faculty and staff.  Students will attend weekly simulation sessions to partake in patient care scenarios in an interdisciplinary system as well as to hone old skills and develop new ones. Students will complete one ride along shift with EMS personnel to experience patient triage and treatment in the field prior to arrival in the ED.  Acting Internship students will be required to adhere and be able to show competencies in the below Emergency Medicine Student Milestones which will prepare students interested in EM as a specialty to the Milestones used by ER residency.  Each student must also complete two online modules to prepare the acting intern for his/her role as teachers of junior medical students.  
1. Demonstrates basic professional responsibilities such as timely reporting for duty, appropriate dress, conference attendance, and timely completion of clerkship documents.

2. Be able to recognize when a patient is unstable and requires immediate intervention.  

3. Be able to recognize abnormal vital signs.  

4. Effectively listen and communicate with patients and their families. 

5. Establish a rapport with and demonstrate empathy toward patients and their families

6. Demonstrate behavior that conveys caring, honesty, patient confidentiality, genuine interest and tolerance when interacting with a diverse population of patients and families.

7. Provides accurate and organized documentation (H&P) when appropriate.
8. Performs and communicates a focused history and physical exam which effectively addresses the chief complaint and urgent patient issues.  

9. Performs and communicates a reliable, comprehensive history and physical exam.  

10. Constructs a list of potential diagnoses based on the chief complaint and initial assessment.  

11. Constructs a list of potential diagnoses with the greatest potential for morbidity and mortality and includes likelihood of occurrence.  

12. Formulates basic diagnostic and therapeutic plans based on differential diagnosis.  

13.  A.  Recognizes and interprets significant EKG abnormalities (STEMI, A-Fib w/RVR, peaked T-waves)

 B.  Recognizes and interprets significant plain films (Fx, CHF, SBO).

 C.  Recognizes and interprets significant laboratory results

14. Consistently recognizes limits of knowledge in clinical situations and asks for assistance or searches for information. 

15. Reevaluates patient’s response to therapeutic intervention and monitors patient 

16. Revises a differential diagnosis in response to changes in a patient’s course over time. 

17. Communicates pertinent information to healthcare colleagues; also communicates with consulting service(s) or admitting team on an uncomplicated patient.
