Eligibility

To be eligible for the scholarship, in addition to enrolling at the University of Toledo for
the 2011-2012 school year, the student must have:

a. Attended a Community School (grade or high school) in Ohio;

b. A Cumulative Grade Point Average of 3.0 or Higher;

c. Completed a Standardized Admissions Test (ACT or SAT); and,

d. Completed the 2011-2012 Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA).

Deadlines and Documents

To be considered for the scholarship, OCCS requires the following documents to be
submitted by April 30, 2011:

OCCS/UT 2011-2012 Scholarship Application (Including Supporting Documents);
Evidence the Student Attended a Community School in Ohio;

A Transcript Indicating the Student’s Cumulative Grade Point Average;
Standardized Admissions Test Results; and,

Evidence the 2011-2012 FAFSA has been completed.
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Selection Process

Upon receipt of a completed scholarship application and all other required documents,
OCCS will verify the candidate’s eligibility and other information with the University of
Toledo.

Eligible applications will be reviewed by the OCCS Performance and Accountability
Committee and the award winners will be notified in writing by June 30, 2011. Please
note, incomplete applications will not be considered.

Priority consideration will be given to applicants with a cumulative high school Grade Point Average
(GPA) of 3.0 or higher on a 4.0 scale. This application and all supporting documents must be post-
marked or arrive at the OCCS office by April 30, 2011. Previous scholarship recipients may reapply.
Graduate students may apply; however, preference is given to undergraduate students.
