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Unconditionally admitted students are those applicants who meet current requirements for having a college placement test score and for completing a prescribed high school college preparatory core curriculum.

Conditionally admitted students are those applicants who did not meet the requirements for unconditional admission described above.  These students are expected to matriculate along with the unconditional students, but their matriculation is guided by several conditions.  Currently, conditionally admitted students are:

· ineligible for merit-based aid as freshmen; however they remain eligible for need-based aid based upon their reported family income levels.

· expected to undergo placement testing and are likely candidates for remedial/developmental coursework;

· considered as likely participants in UT’s Academic Skills Enhancement Program, depending upon their high school record and their placement test results.

Classification of students as conditionally admitted occurs in response to an accepted application, often in fall of the student’s senior year in high school.  Students have the opportunity, while in high school, to retake the ACT Assessment, to take additional core high school courses, and/or to improve their high school grade point averages.  As a result, students who are conditionally admitted can become unconditionally admitted by modifying their behavior while still in high school.

In future years, students who are conditionally admitted may be automatically placed into portal programs still being discussed at UT.  There may also be restrictions placed upon the amount and/or type of courses in which conditionally admitted students can enroll.
