	ATTENDANCE

	The meeting was called to order at 7:30 a.m. by Trustee Thieman in the Faculty Club Room at the Radisson Hotel on the Health Science Campus.

	CALL TO ORDER

	Mr. Thieman requested a motion to waive the reading of the minutes from the June 10, 2014 Committee meeting and approve them as written.  A motion for approval was received from Trustee Hussain, seconded by Trustee Speyer, and approved by the Committee.

	APPROVAL OF MINUTES

	Committee Chair Thieman recognized Dr. Carl Sirio, VP Medical Affairs/Chief Operating and Clinical Officer, for his reappointment to the American Medical Association Board.  Mr. Thieman stated that this appointment is an honor and Dr. Sirio will represent The University of Toledo on this high profile national Board. 

	DR. SIRIO RECOGNITION

	Mr. David Morlock, Executive VP Finance and Administration/UTMC CEO, discussed UT Policy 3364-100-35-05:  Clinical Affairs Committee Informational Updates.  This policy does not require Board approval, but requests that UTMC follow the procedures outlined in the policy in order to provide the necessary informational updates to orient and train Clinical Affairs Committee members of the Board of Trustees. The UTMC CEO will be responsible for assuring that, on an annual basis, specific time is dedicated to updating the Clinical Affairs Committee members on a variety of topics. Mr. Morlock stated that the new education section added to the meeting agenda will provide this information each month at the Clinical Affairs Committee meeting.  This policy is reviewed every three years; the next review date is May 2017.

INFORMATIONAL UPDATES

	Mr. Thieman presented the Committee Charge for the members’ review.  The Committee Charge is reviewed annually at the first meeting of the fiscal year.  No changes were noted to the Charge at this time. 

	COMMITTEE CHARGE

	Mr. Morlock reported that the educational topic for this meeting was a recommendation suggested by Trustee Steve Cavanaugh at the June Clinical Affairs Committee meeting.  Handouts were distributed to the Committee showing different groups of data related to managerial finances, which was put together by Mr. Ron Goedde, UTMC Finance Officer.  The following information from June 2013 through April 2014 was discussed with the Committee:
· Payor Mix – Inpatient and Outpatient

· Payor Mix

· Service Line – Inpatient 
· Service Line – Outpatient 

· Service Line – Combined Inpatient and Outpatient

Much of the payor mix data oriented the Committee about volume/cases, net revenues, direct costs, contribution margins and percent of contribution margins for major payors.  This data also provided the Committee members with information about the direct cost of providing care to patients.  Mr. Morlock stated that Orthopedics is the largest revenue generator.  A fact sheet was also distributed to the Committee with additional information about UTMC.

	Trustee Thieman requested a motion to enter Executive Session to discuss quality reporting and privileged information related to the evaluation of medical staff personnel appointments.
