	Committee Chair Mr. Gary P. Thieman was present as well as Committee members Ms. Susan Gilmore and Ms. Sharon Speyer; member Dr. S. Amjad Hussain was absent.  Faculty representative Dr. Sanford Kimmel was present.  Trustee Mr. William C. Koester also attended the meeting.  Administrative Liaison Dr. Jeffrey Gold was present.  Additional attendees included Mr. Dan Barbee, Dr. Kris Brickman, Ms. Lauri Cooper, Mr. Ron Goedde, Mr. Chuck Lehnert, Dr. Linda Rouillard, Dr. Carl Sirio, Ms. Joan Stasa, and Ms. Norma Tomlinson.  Three students also attended the meeting for a short time holding signs advocating President Jacobs’ decision several weeks ago to terminate contracts with local abortion clinics.

	CALL TO ORDER

	Mr. Thieman requested a motion to waive the reading of the minutes from the May 14, 2013 Committee meeting.  A motion for approval was received from Trustee Gilmore, seconded by Trustee Speyer and approved by the Committee.


	APPROVAL OF MINUTES



	Dr. Jeffrey Gold, Chancellor and Executive VP Biosciences and Health Affairs/ Dean of the College of Medicine and Life Sciences, provided the Committee with information about FY 2014 UTMC budget assumptions.  He began his presentation by reviewing a slide showing a long list of projects for UTMC that he presented at the January 2013 Clinical Affairs Committee meeting and put it into the context of construction for the 2014 budget.  He reviewed the status of these projects, but he focused on the following five key items connected to the budgeting process:
· Growth of Patients, Physicians, Hospital and System

· Transitions to Care Delivery Under Affordable Care Act

· Optimize Advantages of UT/UTMC/UTPCF Governance

· Add, Evaluate, and Enhance Third Party Payment Contracts

· Continue to Optimize Revenue and Cost Per Unit of Care
Dr. Gold stated that the budget is a tool to assist in accomplishing the UT Strategic Plan.  Additional tools driving UT’s progress includes values, culture, strategy, mission, vision and margin.  
Dr. Gold highlighted certain areas of the “first reading” of the UT FY 2014 budget which was presented to the Finance and Audit Committee at their meeting on June 3.  He specifically supplied detailed information about following items related to the five bullets listed above.

· Investment Income

Dr. Gold thanked all the individuals involved for their hard work in preparing the FY 2014 budget over the last six months.  Committee Chair Thieman thanked Dr. Gold for the excellent report and project updates.
