	ATTENDANCE

	The meeting was called to order at 10:30 a.m. by Trustee Thieman at the Driscoll Alumni Center in the Schmakel room.

	CALL TO ORDER

	Mr. Thieman requested a motion to waive the reading of the minutes from the May 11, 2015 Committee meeting and approve them as written.  A motion for approval was received from Trustee Hussain, seconded by Trustee Cavanaugh, and approved by the Committee.

	APPROVAL OF MINUTES

	Mr. David Morlock, Executive VP Finance and Administration/CEO UTMC, provided a follow up report on hospital acquired infections (HAIs).  Mr. Morlock stated that many people in the healthcare industry think infection is an inevitable risk of hospitalization.  He stated that UTMC wants to change that narrative by making it a priority to focus on reduction of HAIs with a drive towards zero. Before this focus began, UTMC was positioned mid-range.  Over the last six months, outstanding progress has been made with reducing HAIs at UTMC.  Although improvement still needs to be made, the outstanding accomplishment of a 51% reduction is remarkable.  Mr. Morlock provided the Committee with graphs for the period of July 2014 through May 2015 which showed reductions of urinary tract infections, catheter associated urinary tract infections, ventilator associated infections, blood stream infections, central line associated infections, and surgical site infections.
A 51-hour celebration is planned for staff to thank them for accomplishing this goal and to encourage their continued good work.  Mr. Morlock also discussed several next steps to continue this drive towards zero.   Committee Chair Thieman acknowledged the great work that is being done and the Committee applauded the good news.  Dr. Hussain commented that this is extraordinary work, and the difficulty will now be how to sustain it.

	HOSPITAL ACQUIRED INFECTIONS UPDATE


	Trustee Thieman requested a motion to enter Executive Session to discuss privileged information related to the evaluation of medical staff personnel appointments and quality reporting.  The motion was received by Trustee Speyer, seconded by Trustee Hussain, and a roll call of the Committee was taken by Ms. Stasa: Dr. Hussain, yes; Ms. Speyer, yes; and, Mr. Thieman, yes.  After all discussions were complete, the Committee exited Executive Session. 

	EXECUTIVE SESSION

	Mr. Thieman requested a motion to approve the Chief of Staff Report and the Adverse Events Report as presented in Executive Session.  The Chief of Staff Report included:  2 new medical staff applications; 1 new Allied Health professional staff application; Allied Health professional staff reappointments; 2 new requests for additional privileges; revised clinical privileges for Fluoroscopy; and 7 medical staff and Allied Health Professional staff resignations.  A motion for approval of both reports was received from Trustee Hussain, seconded by Trustee Speyer and approved by the Committee.
