	APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA



	President’s Report as read by Interim President, Dr. Nagi Naganathan --
Higher Ed Consortium
On Thursday April 9, UT joined Northwest State, Terra, and Owens Community Colleges to create the Northwest Ohio Higher Education Consortium aimed at making college more affordable for students and families. The agreement will coordinate and identify efficiencies across academic, financial and administrative operations. It will also ensure regional workforce development while building on existing initiatives already under way between regional higher education institutions. The consortium is in keeping with calls from state leaders to prioritize affordability and efficiency in higher education while ensuring education quality remains strong.

Spann Fulbright Grant
Dr. Sammy Spann, Assistant Provost for International Studies and Programs, has been selected for a 2015-16 Fulbright U.S.-Japan International Education Administrators grant. In June, Dr. Spann will participate in a fully funded two-week group seminar in Japan designed to help U.S. higher education administrators become familiar with Japan’s higher education system, society and culture. Thanks to the grant, Dr. Spann will have an opportunity to advocate for the international dimension of the University while increasing UT’s partnership with Japan and its institutions.

UT Astronomy Discovery
A team of astronomers based at The University of Toledo has discovered an outburst from a star thought to be in the earliest phase of its development. Led by Dr. Tom Megeath, Associate Professor of Physics and Astronomy, the team used data from orbiting observatories, including NASA’s Spitzer Space Telescope, and ground-based facilities to research the formation of stars similar to the sun. The region constitutes the most active nearby “star factory,” home to a multitude of young stellar objects. The discovery is only the most recent example of UT’s research into the origins of the universe.
YMCA Milestone Awards
The Youth and Women Catholic Association of Northwest Ohio recognized two extraordinary women and leaders at The University of Toledo at its 20th anniversary celebration, YWCA Milestones: A Tribute to Women, on March 12.

Dr. Iman Mohamed, Associate Dean of Medical School Admissions in the UT College of Medicine and Life Sciences, Medical Oncologist and Professor of Medicine, and Trustee Sharon Speyer, Northwest Ohio Regional President of Huntington National Bank and Vice Chair of the UT Board of Trustees, were among the women recognized at the event.  Dr. Mohamed received the science milestone award and Trustee Speyer received the business milestone award for her Women in Leadership Program, which provides awareness, mentoring and opportunity for women seeking advancement.

Jefferson Awards
Two University of Toledo professors, Dr. Celia Williamson, Professor of Social Work, and Dr. Kris Brickman, Professor and Chair of Emergency Medicine, were recipients of this year’s Toledo Area Jefferson Awards.  Dr. Williamson dedicates much of her free time to raising awareness about human trafficking and aiding victims. For more than a decade, she has organized and hosted the annual International Human Trafficking, Prostitution and Sex Work Conference at The University of Toledo.  Dr. Brickman, who has practiced medicine for almost 30 years, has led medical missions all over the world to help those in need after crises. He didn’t hesitate to help the people of Haiti after a 7.0 magnitude earthquake struck in 2010, and he was there in the Philippines after Typhoon Haiyan killed more than 6,000 people in 2013.  I think it says so much about The University of Toledo and these two outstanding individuals’ commitment to service.
