	ATTENDANCE

	The meeting was called to order at 10:35 a.m. by Trustee Thieman at the Radisson Hotel Mahogany Ballroom Salon A.

	CALL TO ORDER

	Mr. Thieman requested a motion to waive the reading of the minutes from the August 19, 2014 Committee meeting and approve them as written.  A motion for approval was received from Trustee Hussain, seconded by Trustee Speyer, and approved by the Committee.

	APPROVAL OF MINUTES

	Ms. Olivia Dacre, Chief Administrative Officer Revenue Cycle and OP Integrated Clinic Operations, was invited to provide the Committee with an update about the patient registration system.  Ms. Dacre explained ways for patients to register and the pre-registration process.  She reported that the current plan is to have 95% of patients pre-registered prior to their appointment.  A chart was reviewed with the Committee regarding pre-registrations as a percent of total registrations for FY13, FY14 and FY15 to date.  The registration/check-in process was explained, as well as current and future kiosk functionality.  Plans for patient ID cards were discussed, but competing priorities make this project a future investment.  Ms. Dacre indicated that a variety of IT related initiatives with Athena Health, McKesson STAR and the patient portal may require a change of course.  She reviewed the decision points, revenue cycle resources and opportunities for success related to the system update.  Committee Chair Thieman recognized Ms. Dacre for a great comprehensive report and Trustee Hussain requested continued follow up on this project.

	PATIENT REGISTRATION SYSTEM UPDATE


	Mr. David Morlock, Executive VP Finance and Administration/UTMC CEO, presented educational information to the Committee members regarding population health and new business model elements of health care.  Mr. Morlock explained what UTMC is doing internally with these changes.  He displayed a chart showing life expectancy in years vs. health spending per capita; “American healthcare is on an economically unsustainable path, and the value proposition is being questioned.  Hospital and specialist physician utilization is at the center of cost and quality issues, since they account for over half of U.S. medical spend” (Source: OECD Health Expenditure Data, Accretive Health).  Mr. Morlock discussed possible solutions toward the path for improvement.  Concepts in population health management were discussed with the Committee.  Mr. Morlock stated that much of population health management is focused on primary care. Several UT population health management initiatives were discussed.  Mr. Morlock also stated that the UT health enterprise is positioned behind the curve for population health management.  A long list of possible initiatives were displayed and reviewed at the meeting.  Channel disruption and the retailing of healthcare was briefly discussed as well.

	Trustee Thieman requested a motion to enter Executive Session to discuss quality reporting, a sentinel event report, and privileged information related to the evaluation of medical staff personnel appointments.  The motion was received by Trustee Speyer, seconded by Trustee Hussain, and a roll call of the Committee was taken by Ms. Stasa:  Dr. Hussain, yes; Ms. Speyer, yes; and, Mr. Thieman, yes.  After discussion, the Committee exited Executive Session.
