(A) Policy Statement

Each steam sterilizer, Hydrogen peroxide plasma and washer will have an automatic load parameter
charting device operating at all times that the sterilizer is functioning.

(B) Purpose of Policy

To assure that each sterilizer load meets its expected requirements.

(C) Procedure

1. Steam and Sterrad recording charts will be labeled with the load sticker and initialed at the top of
the chart at the beginning ofa cycle by the operator.

2. At the end ofthe cycle the operator will verify that all sterilization parameters have been met and
will initial the bottom ofthe chart. If all parameters have not been met, the operator will report the
results to the supervisor on duty or on call. The sterilizer will be taken off line until Biomedical
Engineering can service it. The load will be tom down, rewrapped and resterilized.
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3. Completed recording charts will be optically scanned and maintained within the computerized
record management system.
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It is the responsibility of the reader to verify with the responsible agent that this is the most current version of the policy..
