BOWLING GREEN STATE UNIVERSITY VEHICLE REGISTRATION POLICY

If you are an:

1.  On-campus BGSU student attending classes at UT 

    Any Bowling Green State University student residing in BGSU on-campus resident housing 

    while attending classes at UT must register his/her vehicle with the BGSU

    Parking and Traffic Office and purchase a BGSU on-campus parking permit.  Although

    meeting current BGSU regulations, students must still comply with UT vehicle

    registration requirements as outlined in the UT Reciprocal Parking Policy section.

2.  Off-campus BGSU student attending classes at UT

    Bowling Green State University students not residing in BGSU on-campus housing, taking the

    majority of classes at UT but receiving course credit through Bowling Green State

    University may register their vehicles at UT.  However, Bowling Green State

    University does not recognize UT parking permits by themselves.

    Off-campus BGSU students with UT parking permit who park on the BGSU campus

    must do one of the following:

a.   If you do not have a UT parking permit, you may purchase the appropriate

     BGSU parking permit.

b.  Visit the Parking and Traffic Office at 104 Commons and receive a free BGSU

     parking permit.  Students will be assigned parking upon showing their current UT.  

c. Park in metered spaces (must deposit the appropriate coins in the meters).  

UT RECIPROCAL PARKING POLICY FOR BGSU STUDENTS

Bowling Green State University students who attend classes at the University of Toledo may park their vehicles at those campuses at no charge under the following conditions: 

UNIVERSITY OF TOLEDO

1. Visit the Campus Community Support Services office (CCSS) in Rocket Hall 1610 where you must show your current BGSU parking permit.

2. Upon showing a valid permit, UT will issue a student permit, which must be displayed when on campus, and a copy of UT parking rules and regulations.  

3. If you are not attending classes at UT but using one of their facilities.  On a limited basis (such as the library), you may get a Visitor’s pass from CCSS or the Parking Information Booth.

4. Park in metered spaces; park in the pay lot or obtain a UT parking permit.

UNIVERSITY OF TOLEDO STUDENTS UTILIZING BGSU PARKING FACILITIES

University of Toledo students may utilize Bowling Green State University parking facilities under the following conditions:  

1.  UT students who attend classes at Bowling Green State University may park their 

     vehicles on University lots at no charge by visiting the BGSU Parking and Traffic Office and

     receiving a free parking permit designating assigned parking area(s).  Students must show a

     current UT parking permit.

2.  UT students may park their vehicles in metered spaces providing they deposit the

     appropriate coins in the meters.

3.  UT students may purchase the appropriate BGSU parking permit.

4.  UT students using BGSU facilities on a limited basis but not registered for classes

     may obtain a Visitor’s pass from the Parking and Traffic Office at 104 Commons. 

MASTERS OF PUBLIC HEALTH STUDENTS

Masters of Public Health students are issued a separate parking permit with BGSU and UT logos on it that allows them to park on both campuses through the UT Health Science Campus Police Dispatch.
FACULTY AND STAFF COLLABORATIVE PARKING AGREEMENT

To encourage collaborative research and academic initiatives, Bowling Green State University and The University of Toledo will honor each other’s faculty and staff parking permits on both campuses.  Any faculty or staff member holding a current parking permit will be allowed to park in a valid faculty/staff parking spot at both of the institutions.
