Protocol revisions that are considered “minor” may be approved administratively by one of the following IACUC members:  Chair, Vice Chair, or Attending Veterinarian.  A protocol amendment form or memo as appropriate should be submitted to the IACUC describing and justifying the requested change is required.
1. Room changes, change in location field studies.
2. Change in personnel other than the PI.**
3. Update of personnel experience or procedures approved for protocol personnel.***
4. Change in vendor or source of animals.
5. Change in animal strain, if it does not involve a new objective or increase in animal numbers.
6. Addition of animals up to 10% of the total number approved at the time of the request.
7. Change in status of the animal prior to receipt in DLAR (i.e. surgical procedure) from outside source, i.e. surgery for insertion of indwelling catheter or ovariectomy.*
8. Addition of change in method of identification, specifically ear tagging, ear punching, tattooing, hair dye.

9. Change in route, dose, vehicle or volume of drug administered.*

10. Increase the number of blood draws.*

11. Addition or reduction of time until euthanasia without an intervening procedure.
12. Extension of observation time.
13. Change in diet.*

14. Change in final disposition of animals, i.e. transfer to another approved IACUC protocol rather than euthanasia.*

15. Refinement of a procedure during terminal surgery.*

*Requires veterinarian review
**Requires submission of a protocol amendment form and receives the DLAR Associate Director’s review and approval of basic training prior to final approval before person may begin work
***Receives DLAR review and may be approved by DLAR Associate Director or the veterinarian
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
