 THEODICY, ANCIENT AND MODERN HUMANITIES 

 
Why does God allow evil and suffering in the world?  It’s not a new question.  When Rabbi Harold Kushner wrote When Bad Things Happen to Good People 
in the 1980s, he became part of a literary tradition that was already thousands of years old.  The genre of the theodicy, from the Greek theos/God and 
dike/order, is an attempt to justify the ways of God to a puzzled humankind The seminar will examine the topic from many viewpoints, literary, theological, 
philosophical, and psychological and study a wide range of texts—eastern and western, ancient and modern.  Assignments include short papers, in-class 
writings, and group presentations.  In addition, each student will develop his or her own theodicy, using readings for support or as a springboard for 
developing his or her own original views.  This seminar is for students, regardless of religious belief or background, who are interested in sincerely tackling a 
challenging theological and social problem with profound personal ramifications.  Agnostics or atheists and those with traditional religious beliefs are welcome; 
an atmosphere of fair, calm intellectual inquiry will be encouraged. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The 19th century French novelist Stendhal once said “Politics in a work of literature is like a pistol-shot in the middle of a concert, something loud and 
vulgar, and yet a thing to which it is not possible to refuse one’s attention.”  This course will examine this remark by examining a number of intriguing works 
of political fiction of the last 100 years.  Each novel will be analyzed as a work of fiction as well as a “pistol-shot” in the concert hall of political ideas.  
Various categories of political fiction will be covered: 1) The political boss:  (The Last Hurrah and Roscoe); 2) The fascist threat in America  (The Plot 
Against America and It Can’t Happen Here); 3) The totalitarian state  – (The Trial, Darkness at Noon, and One Day in the Life of Ivan Denisovich); and 
finally, 4) the issue of political terrorism ( Terrorist and The Attack).  Students will read, analyze, discuss, and write four papers on the intersection of 
literature and politics from these four topics.

GETTING MEDIEVAL IN THE 21ST CENTURY: MEDIEVAL DRAMA THEN  & NOW HUMANITIES 
 
Come get medieval with us! Long before Shakespeare, drama was an established feature of English culture.  The citizens of several cities, parishes, towns, 
and other communities mounted various types of plays to attract tourists, demonstrate their piety, display their creativity, and have fun competing with their 
neighbors in a holiday atmosphere.  Now you have the chance to take part in the festivities and bring medieval drama into the modern world.  Students will 
study plays that are at turns hilarious, moving, strange, and disturbing, but always fascinating. We will approach these plays as literary critics, cultural 
historians, anthropologists, dramatists, and performers.  The seminar experience will culminate in a public performance, for which students in the class will 
serve as dramaturges, the historians and researchers for the production.  That production will first be performed at UT before being taken to Toronto as 
part of an international, three-day performance of a massive cycle of plays from medieval Chester, England.  Students who also wish to be involved in the 
production as cast or crew members are also welcome to audition or apply, but this is not required for the course.  Graded work will include regular short 
writing assignments and a final project in which students will propose and demonstrate their vision for a modern performance of a medieval play.
