The Inns of Court is an international organization whose objectives are to promote
excellence in legal advocacy, foster a greater understanding and appreciation for ethics,
civility and professionalism, and to provide an educational experience designed to
enhance the abilities of lawyers and judges.

Toledo’s Waite Inn is divided into pupillage teams that provide mentoring experiences for
younger lawyers and programs that teams present to the members at the scheduled
meetings.
