(B) Purpose of policy

Curriculum modifications are essential to the growth and continuous quality improvement (CQl) of the
medical educational program. This policy has been developed to streamline and operationalize changes
thatchanges that require substantive-major curricular modifications. Any major reorganization is defined
by the responsibility to notify the LCME of the anticipated modifications. This policy is meant to help
faculty and curriculum leadership in undergraduate medical education in—identifyingtheeffectof
changes-on-the-curriculum-as-a-wheleidentify the effect of changes on the curriculum.

(C) Procedure

In the event of a major curriculum reorganization, such changes will be presented and discussed at
COMLS Faculty Council. The ultimate authority over the MD curriculum lies with ECC.
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Any -modifications in curriculum require ECC approval priertebefore implementation and include the
following:
