	Snack
Sam will use 3-word  utterance to state what he wants to have for snack
Peer Models – other children asked and respond “I want ____.”

Staff Verbal Cue- “What do you want?”
	Centers
Sam will use 3-word utterance to state what toy he wants to play with

Peer Verbal Cue - “What do you want?”
	Small Group (Art)
Sam will use 3-word  utterance to state that he wants glue or other materials

Limiting Access – no glue will be available; limited art materials

Staff Verbal Cue- “What do you want?”

Standard #14
Make comparisons between objects based on a single attribute
Jessie will say “same” or “different”
	Arrival

Jessie will be given a letter card (S, J, U) and asked if it’s the same/different from the 1st letter on his cubby’s name card.

Visual Cue –  the “hat” at the top of the J will be highlighted in red
	Snack
2 different colored napkins will be handed out (1/child). Jessie will be asked if his napkin is same/different from another child’s.

Peer Models – other children will be asked to answer the same question
	Circle
Jessie will be shown 2 pictures from the book being read and asked if they’re the same or different.

Verbal Cue – Teacher will comment on what is the same or different between the pictures

	ALPS: Social Relationships Standard #27:
Interact easily with other children
Kelly will move toward and stay near another child
	Free Play
Kelly will play near another child

Choices – Offer choice of playing near 2 other children engaged in 2 different areas (e.g., at blocks or at sensory table)
	Centers
Kelly will engage in an activity near another child

Shaping/Successive Approximation –  Staff will give praise when Kelly moves near another child
	Outdoor Play
Kelly will play near another child

Verbal Cues & Modeling – Teacher will say something like, “Let’s see who’s doing something fun” and walk with Kelly towards another child.

	ALPS: Fine Motor Skills Standard #2: Use strength and control to perform simple tasks
Desmond will manipulate objects with both hands at the same time
	Snack
Desmond will carry bag of snacks to the table and open the bag.

Verbal prompt – “Use 2 hands.”

Hierarchy of Prompting = use least prompting necessary to open bag 
	Free Play
Desmond will open a burp lid container to get the toy cars (preferred toys)

Limiting Access – toy cars are secured inside the container
	Small Group (Art)
Desmond will open paint containers

Limiting Access – Necessary item (paint) is secured inside the container
