Related Services IEP Objectives
Area: Fine Motor

Student will manipulate classroom objects (e.g. grasp pencil or hold scissors)

Student will transfer an object from one hand to the other

Student will manipulate containers to access materials (open and close a jar, open glue bottle, open crayon box, etc.).

Student will hold pencil in palmar grasp (fingers fisted around object) 

Student will hold pencil in a mature tripod grasp (index finger opposed to thumb)

Student will hold pencil in adapted tripod grasp (with pencil between index and middle fingers)

Student will hold scissors in dominant hand with wrists extended and with hands in "thumbs up" position.

Area: Gross Motor

Student will pull to stand and walk to centers in classroom 

Student will run a distance of 20 feet where both feet are off the ground

Student will run a distance of 20 feet while arms move in opposition to legs, elbows bent

Area: Dressing

Student will remove zipper jacket 

Student will put on stocking hat 

Student will put on shoes

Student will pull up/push down pants

Student will put on shirt with buttons

Student will take off smock with buttons

Student will put on tee shirt 

Student will put on coat with zipper

Area: Mealtime

Student will use spoon for soft foods

Student will jab or spear pieces of food with a fork

Student will cut pieces of soft food with a knife

Student will wipe face thoroughly with napkin.

Area: Grooming And Hygiene

Student will blow nose, holding tissue around nostrils and throw tissue in trash

Task Analysis of Toothbrushing

Step #1 Turn on COLD water and wet brush.

Step #2 Open tooth paste and put appropriate amount on brush.

Step #3 Close the tooth paste tube.

Step #4 Brush front teeth.

Step #5 Brush left/right outside top and bottom teeth.

Step #6 Brush left/right inside top and bottom teeth.

Step #7 Spit into sink.

Step #8 Rinse mouth and spit into sink.

Step #9 Rinse tooth brush.

Step #10 Put items away in appropriate place.
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
