Noise dosimeters are used to measure an individual's personal exposure to noise.
	Briefly describe how the technology will be used function are returned they are wiped and checked back out to other students: Knowledge and operation of field equipment is fundamental to every MSOH student and practicing industrial hygienist. The noise dosimeters will be used in multiple courses in class activities and assignments in the Master of Science in Occupational Health (MSOH) program within the School of Population Health to measure noise. This equipment will be used to familiarize students with tools available and also provide opportunities for hands on experience. It will allow students to 1) gain experience with current technology investigating and examining hazards and 2) complete course assignments to provide data on possible harmful conditions in the workplace. 
	Provide a rationale that Tech Fee funds are appropriate for this request: Noise is one of the major environmental factors affecting workers and the dosimeters would allow us to provide our students with necessary hands-on experience with equipment they will encounter in their careers. Much of our equipment is now 15-30 years old and it is important for us to update to allow us to provide the best experience for our students in terms of current technology and available equipment. Our current dosimeters are 20+ years old and have stopped operating, have been taken out of service or are losing data during operation.
