Thermal cameras are used to translate thermal energy into visible light with applications including chemical response, moisture detection,
physiological activities in humans.

Briefly describe how the technology will be used (function)*:

Knowledge and operation of field equipment is fundamental to every MSOH student and practicing industrial hygienist. A thermal camera will
be used in multiple courses with the Master of Science in Occupational Health (MSOH) program within the School of Population Health to
examine water intrusion, heat response in humans and in emergency response situations. This equipment will be used to familiarize students
with the current tools available and also provide opportunities for hands on experience. It will allow students to 1) gain experience
investigating and examining hazards and 2) complete course assignments to provide data on possible harmful conditions in the workplace.

A thermal camera would allow us to provide our students with necessary equipment they will encounter in their careers. The thermal
camera is newer technology that our students have not had the opportunity to use.
