What are the minimum requirements and general prerequisites?
· Bachelor’s degree from an accredited institution
· Minimum cumulative GPA of 3.30 

· Minimum prerequisite GPA of 3.00
· The Graduate Record Examination (GRE)

Technical Writing 
· Three letters of recommendation; one must be from a physical therapist and one from a professor (or employer if you are not a current student) 
· Interview
· Supplemental application through College of Graduate Studies

· Knowledge of the field of physical therapy

Shadowing a physical therapist is highly recommended to obtain knowledge of the field; however, there is not a minimum number of hours of shadowing required
What is the application timeline?

The deadline for applications for the DPT Program at UToledo is October 1st prior to the year of anticipated matriculation into the Program (summer enrollment only).  We have a summer start date in May
NOTE:   The deadline to apply to UToledo’s DPT Program is October 1.  Thus, seven out of the ten prerequisite courses MUST be completed at the time of application BEFORE fall semester.
