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more properly with a collection oflaws or charters. On the other 
hand, I have included the Codex Ossolinski and the Chronicle of 
John, Archdeacon ofGercs, both ofwhich, in my belief, the editors 
of the Scr. R.H. were mistaken in passing over ; also Friar Julian's 
letter. In describing the text I have used the abbreviations adopted 
by the editors of the Srr. R.H., all of which are obvious: also, for 
convenience, a certain number ofother abbreviations, which I list 
below. As for order, I put the texts, in general, in chronological 
order of composition, as far as this is known, but in two groups: 
the narratives, including Anonymus, first, the Lives of Saints, in­
cluding the Codex Ossolinski and the Polish-Hungarian Chronicle, 
after. I have, however, not felt bound to adhere pedantically to 
the chronological order where another arrangement seemed more 
convenient. I have, for example, grouped together all biographies 
of a single Saint. 

The statements as to the whereabouts of MSS, etc., refer to 
1938. Many of them must since have been moved, and some 
probably no longer exist.

COLLECTION S OF TEXTS. 

End/ieller = Rerum Hllugaricarum Monumenla Arpadiatla, ed. J. L. 
Endlicher; St Gallen, 1849, reprinted in Leipzig, 1931. (Texts only, 
often carelessly reproduced, and far from complete, but also gives a 
collection of laws, charters, etc.) 

Florianus = Historiae Hungariae Fontes Domestici, cd. M. Florianus, 
Budapest,1881-5. (Contains some texts not in Endlicher, but super­
seded today by later works.) 

Gombos, Fontes = Cataloglls Fomillm His/oriae Hllngaricae, ed. A. B. 
Gombos; 3 vols, B udapest, 1937--9. (Purports to be a complete 
collection ofall historical texts relating to Hungary during the Arpad 
period, for which purpose the passages relating to HWlgary are 
extracted from the various writers. Is extraordinarily valuable as a 
time-saver where most writers are concerned, as the obscurest 
German cluonicler, for example, is anthologised; but oddly capri­
cious, omitting quite a large number of texts for no discernible 
reason, and not including those references to the Huns which aftcr­
\vards became a constituent, if mistaken, pan of the Hungarian 
story.) 

M.H.K. = A magyar "611foglaIas kt4oi, Budapest, 1898. (Produced 
to mark the millenary ofthe Conquest. Contains texts in all languages 
on the earliest period, some of them not easily fo und elsewhere.) 

Schwandtner = Scriptores rerum ll1mgarjcafHttI veteres ac gmuitli. cd. 
J. G. Schwandtner ; ISt ed. 3 vols, VieruJa 1746-8; 2nd cd., Tyrnau, 
1765 ; 3rd cd., Vienna, 1766-8. (The first great collected edition, 
with critical commentary, which represented a great feat of scholar­
ship in its day, but now out of date.) 

Ser. R.H. = Scriptores Rerum HUllgarjcarum, Budapest, 2 vols, 
1937--9. (A collected edition, with critical notes and introductions. The 
definitive edition as regards texts, but full of misprints, and the 
different editors vary greatly in the degree of care and skill with 
which they deal with their material. As a rule, few exegetical notes 
arc given, while the introductions enshrine a mass of false theory on 
the inter-relationships of tl,e various texts.) 

In addition, the usual abbreviations arc llsed for other collections
