	Chairman Rick Stansley asked for Trustees’ comments about the State of the University speech delivered by President Jacobs just prior to the Board meeting.  Several trustees congratulated Dr. Jacobs on a well-delivered speech and commented about the University’s future direction.

	DISCUSSION OF PRESIDENT’S ANNUAL ADDRESS TO THE CAMPUS COMMUNITY


	Mr. Stansley presented Resolution No. 09-04-05:  “Creation of a School of Solar and Advanced Renewable Energy” to the Trustees.  Discussion ensued about the resolution.  After discussion, Chair Stansley requested a motion to approve the resolution.  A motion was received, seconded and unanimously approved by all Trustees present.
	RESOLUTION
NO. 09-04-05:  “CREATION OF A SCHOOL OF SOLAR AND ADVANCED RENEWABLE ENERGY”


	Chairman Stansley reported he received Dr. Tom Brady’s resignation letter from the UT Board of Trustees, which was effective April 10, 2009.  The letter was addressed to the Governor and Chairman Stansley.  Mr. Stansley indicated that he would be forwarding the letter to the Governor today.  The floor was opened to Board members by Chairman Stansley for comment and discussion on Dr. Brady’s resignation.  It was mentioned that Dr. Brady has been an outstanding member of the team and will be missed.  Dr. Jacobs mentioned that during Dr. Brady’s trusteeship, specifically as a member of the MCO Board, he was a great intellectual contributor to the institution and significantly elevated the quality and commitment of the Board.  Additionally, it was mentioned that no one is more committed to building the community of educators of stewards for the institution and the city.  Dr. Brady demonstrates what everyone should be in the area of community service – a selfless servant – and will continue to make a mark in this area as only he can do.  To make note of Dr. Brady’s resignation from the UT Board, Resolution No. 09-04-03:  “Dr. Thomas E. Brady” was presented to the Board members by Chairman Stansley for approval.  A motion was received for its passage, a second was received and the resolution was unanimously approved by all Board members present.
