	ATTENDANCE



	The meeting was called to order at 3:00 p.m. by Ms. Speyer in the Driscoll Alumni Center Board Room.  

	CALL TO ORDER



	Trustee Speyer requested a motion to waive the reading of the minutes from the December 16, 2013 Committee meeting and approve them as written.  The motion was received by Trustee Szuch, seconded by Trustee Palmer and approved by the Committee. 


	APPROVAL OF MINUTES



	Mr. Kevin West, Sr. Director-University Inclusion Officer and Title IX Officer for UT, was invited to provide the Committee with an update about Title IX.  Mr. West discussed the University’s obligations as follows:
· Notification to campus community of policy and responsible agents

· Compliance coordination

· Training

· Grievance procedures

Mr. West discussed The Jeanne Clery Disclosure of Campus Security and Campus Crime Statistics Act (“Clery Act”), the Campus Sexual Violence Elimination Act, and the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA).  He stated that Title IX mandates that if a college or university knows about sexual misconduct that creates a hostile environment, it must eliminate the harassment, prevents its recurrence, and address its effects.  Mr. West stated that the effects are difficult to address as there is no structure in place to address them.  He displayed a chart showing those areas and individuals involved in reviewing these types of incidents which ultimately reach the Sexual Assault Review Board (SARB). Previously, the University had only one person on campus to handle these issues; instead there are now five people who assist these affected individuals.  The University now has a coordinated response with 24/7 advocacy, assistance and counseling, academic accommodations, and appropriate response to eliminate harassment.  Students are receiving more coordinated sexual assault services; respect to privacy and confidentiality; services provided are publicized; and, Student Affairs, UT Police, and Human Resources are working diligently to improve the culture on campus.

	Mr. Chuck Lehnert, VP Corporate Relations, was asked to present Resolution No. 14-03-05:  “Action By Written Consent of the Sole Member of Science Technology & Innovation Enterprises (DBA:  The University of Toledo Innovation Enterprises).”  He reported that this update adds Dr. William S.
