Clinical Affairs Committee Meeting

May 16, 2016
	Committee Chair Mr. Gary P. Thieman was present with Committee members Dr. S. Amjad Hussain, Mr. Joseph H. Zerbey, IV as well as Student Trustee Ms. Anna L. Crisp; Student Trustee Mr. Daniel D. Faculty Representative Dr. Joan Duggan was also present. 	ATTENDANCE

	The meeting was called to order at 10:30 a.m. by Trustee Thieman at the Driscoll Alumni Center in the Schmakel room. 

	CALL TO ORDER

	Trustee Thieman requested a motion to waive the reading of the minutes from the April 18, 2016 Committee meeting and approve them as written.  A motion for approval was received from Trustee Zerbey, seconded by Trustee Hussain, and approved by the Committee.

	APPROVAL OF MINUTES

	Mr. Dan Barbee, VP Patient Care Services/UTMC COO, presented information to the Committee about regulatory compliance and accreditation review.  He stated that this item is usually presented by Marge McFadden, Chief Administrative Officer Quality and Patient Safety, but the Joint Commission arrived this morning at UTMC and she is busily involved with their visit.  Mr. Barbee reported that healthcare is a highly regulated business and that many standards must be met in order to participate in government programs including accreditations, state surveys and voluntary certifications.  He displayed a list of accreditation reviews from September 2015 through April 2016 that have been completed.  He showed another list of reviews scheduled for May through September 2016.  Mr. Barbee discussed the benefits of accreditation and provided a list of voluntary certifications.  

	REGULATORY COMPLIANCE AND ACCREDITATION REVIEW

	Mr. Dan Barbee presented Resolution No. 16-05-05:  “Support for the Regional Resource Trauma Center.”  He reported that reaccreditation for UTMC as a Level 1 Regional Resource Trauma Center is scheduled for July of this year.  One of the requirements for reaccreditation is the support and commitment of the Board of Trustees.  Mr. Barbee reported that this resolution is reviewed with and approved by the UT Board of Trustees every three years. Mr. Thieman requested a motion for approval and forwarding the resolution to the Consent Agenda at the June 20 Board meeting. A motion was received by Trustee Hussain, seconded by Trustee Zerbey and approved by the Committee.

	Dr. Christopher Cooper, Sr. VP Clinical Affairs/Dean College of Medicine and Life Sciences introduced Dr. Samay Jain, Assistant Professor Urology, and provided the Committee with a brief summary of his education and research activities. Dr. Jain presented Prostate MRI:  Changing Prostate Cancer Detection and Care as furthering the mission of the institution.  He acknowledged Dr. Jacob Bieszczad for his assistance with the presentation.  Dr. Jain reviewed how the integration of prostate MRI into their practice has improved patient healthcare, translated into research projects and been incorporated into education not only at UTMC but within the community.  He explained the patient perspective of the prostate exam and provided information about where the prostate is located, what it does and significant symptoms that can alert the patient to visit his doctor.  Dr. Jain reported that one in seven men will be diagnosed during their lifetime with prostate cancer and one in 39 will die from this disease; it is the second leading cause of cancer death in men.  A Prostate Specific Antigen (PSA) test can be performed to determine if a patient has cancer, but this test does not determine the aggressiveness of the disease.  Dr. Jain stated that biopsies can be performed, but major risks are involved. The power of prostate MRI decreases unnecessary biopsies, accurately localizes the cancer for pinpointing treatment, and is noninvasive.  Prostate MRI is now an integral part of the Urology and Radiology training programs for our residents and students.  Cases using MRI are presented at every Multidisciplinary Tumor Board Conference and discussed within the community.  Dr. Jain stated that prostate MRI is game changing technology for prostate cancer detection and care.  The integration of prostate MRI into the clinic care of patients at UT has helped to fulfill the mission of improving the health of hundreds of men in our community.  Committee Chair Thieman thanked Dr. Jain for his very informative presentation, which was echoed by several other trustees at the meeting.

	PROSTATE MRI PROGRAM

	Trustee Thieman requested a motion to enter Executive Session to discuss privileged information related to the evaluation of medical staff personnel appointments and quality reporting.  The motion was received by Trustee Zerbey, seconded by Trustee Hussain, and a roll call of the Committee was taken by Ms. Stasa: Dr. Hussain, yes; Mr. Thieman, yes; and, Mr. Zerbey, yes. After discussions were finished, the Committee exited Executive Session.
