The University of Toledo Medical Center, as a Regional Resource Trauma Center, follows guidelines established by the Committee on Trauma of the American College of Surgeons for a Level I facility (Resources for Optimal Care of the Injured Patient, 2006; American College of Surgeons, Committee on Trauma); and

WHEREAS,
the purpose of the Regional Resource Trauma Center is to:

1. Provide optimal care for the trauma patient.

2. Provide total care for every aspect of injury for trauma victims. 

3. Maintain a leadership role in the delivery of care to injured patients.

4. Assist in the coordination of trauma systems within the community.

5. Provide education in trauma care for medical students, residents, attending physicians, nurses, and other paramedical personnel.

6. Conduct research in the care of injured patients. 
7. Maintain a leadership role in injury prevention.
