Purpose of Policy 

To comply with Safe Medical Device Act.

(C)
Procedure 
1. If a medical device/product is found to be defective, the device/product will be removed from service and decontaminated.  It will then be tagged with a description of the defect.  
2. After decontamination, the device/product will either be sent to the appropriate Technology Support Department or the Technology Support will be notified, and the device/product will be checked in the OR.
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
